Review. Moisture/dampness was noted in the crawl ape. Several
areas of standing water (some areas have severatimes of standing
water) observed around foundation and around somefdhe block
support pillars. Moisture can cause structural prodems such as
settling, mold, mildew, and damage/deterioration tdhe wood
framing.
