Hairline cracks in
concrete, stucco, asphalt, plaster and drywaltanemon and are not considered a significant defieletss otherwise stated.

The remediation is not expensive, amén be done
quickly by a licensed electrician. Recommend furthereview by a
qualified licensed electrician for repair of this ©ndition as a Safety
Enhancement to the property.
